*Passiflora caerulea - Passion Flower. exotic flowers
throughout summer. Best on south-facing wall. 2/ - £10.00

*Jasminum

o oOfficinale — scented white flowers in the summer. Scent is more
pronounced in the evening. 2| - £10.00

o oOfficinale ‘Clotted Cream’ - scented cream flowers in the summer.
Scent is more pronounced in the evening. 2| - £10.00

o officinale ‘Inverleith’ —red buds opening to scented white flowers in the
summer. Scent is more pronounced in the evening. 2/ - £10.00

*Lonicera periclymeneum ‘Serotina’ - Late Dutch
Honeysuckle. Fragrant tubular flowers of deep red-purple outside, yellow

within, in terminal clusters in summer and autumn. Red berries in winter.
4] - £15.00




Humulus lupulus ‘Aureus’ - Goiden hop.

Solanum crispum ‘Glasnevin’ - fragrant violet-blue flowers
2.5cm in width, in large open clusters all summer.

Shrubs

Evergreen

*Helianthemum ‘Supreme’ — dark red flowers above low growing foliage.
Height:15cm and spread: 30cm

*Helianthemum ‘Golden Queen’ — golden yellow flowers above low
growing foliage. Height: 25cm and spread: 40cm

*Helianthemum ‘Jubilee’ — double yellow flowers over a mound of
bright-green foliage. Height: 15cm and spread: 30cm

Buxus sempervirens — Box. Shaped in a ball shape. Great starter topiary.
Shape in May and August.

Euonymous fortunei ‘Emerald and Gold’ - variegated foliage.

Euvonymous fortunei ‘Emerald Gaiety’ — variegated foliage.

*Hebe albicans ‘Red Edge’ — grey-green foliage, pale lilac flowers in
early summer.

*Hebe ‘Great Orme’ - spikes of bright pink flower which slowly fade to
white giving a bicolour effect.

*Hebe ‘Sapphire’ — spikes of violet flowers all summer.

*llex aquifolium Argenteomarginata — Holly, white edged variegated
foliage, red berries in winter.

*llex altaclarensis Golden King - Holly, yellow edged variegated foliage,
red berries in winter.

Pachysandra terminalis — good groundcover, white flowers in summer.
Grows in shade.

Phormium ‘Evening Glow’ — wine-red leaves with bronze margins.

Thuja occidentalis ‘Holmstrup’ — dwarf conifer with fragrant foliage.

Yucca filamentosa - spikes of white bell-shaped flowers every other
year.




Spring interest

o *Cotoneaster ‘Coral Beauty’ — white flowers in spring, coral berries in
winter.

Early summer interest

e *Helianthemum ‘Supreme’ — dark red flowers above low growing
evergreen foliage.

¢ *Helianthemum ‘Golden Queen’ — golden yellow flowers above low
growing evergreen foliage.

e *Helianthemum ‘Jubilee’ — double yellow flowers over a mound of
bright-green evergreen foliage.

Summer interest

e *Caryopteris ‘Kew Blue’ - silvery aromatic foliage and rich blue fluffy
flowers on compact plant.

e *Cornus kousa ‘Chinensis - white flowers in early summer followed by
strawberry-like fruits in autumn, fiery autumn colours.

e *Hebe albicans ‘Red Edge’ - grey-green evergreen foliage, pale lilac
flowers in early summer.

e *Hebe ‘Great Orme’ — evergreen with spikes of bright pink flower which
slowly fade to white giving a bicolour effect.

e *Hebe ‘Sapphire’ — evergreen with spikes of violet flowers all summer.

e Hydrangea arborescens ‘Annabelle’ — huge rounded heads of white,
sterile flowers up to 30cm. Best in sheltered site.

e Hydrangea macrophylla ‘Mariesii Perfecta’ - Lace-cap flower-heads
with blue fertile flowers surrounded by large, blue or pink ray florets.

e Pachysandra terminalis — evergreen, white flowers, good groundcover.
Grows in shade.

e *Physocarpus opulifolious ‘Lady in Red’ - Red foliage toning to a brown-
bronze as the season progresses, clusters of pink, fragrant flowers in
summer, pale brown to red fruit in autumn.




Herbaceous Perennials

Spring interest

*Primula veris - cowslip, yellow flowers.

Convallaria majalis - lily of the valley, white fragrant flowers

*Alchemilla mollis — lady’s mantel. Lime green flowers.

*Ajuga reptans ‘Atropurpurea’ — purple flower spikes on short stems over
purple foliage. Great groundcover in sunny site.

*Iberis sempervirens — perennial candytuft. White flower umbels over
spreading evergreen foliage.

Early summer interest

*Erysimum ‘Bowles Mauve’ - perennial wallflower. Purple flowers over
evergreen foliage in spring and summer.

*Geum borisii — orange flowers on short stems.

*Geranium phaeum - crane’s bill. Deep purple flowers on tall stems.

*Geranium sanguineum ‘Vision Pink’ — crane’s bill. Stunning carpet of
saucer shaped, light pink flowers with red veins above dark green
leaves.

*Geranium ‘Brookside’ — crane’s bill. Masses of open violet-blue flowers
with tiny white centres.

*Geranium ‘Sirak’ — crane’s bill. Luminous mauve pink flowers.

*Verbascum ‘Flush of White’ — tall, slender racemes of white saucer-
shaped flowers.

*Verbascum ‘Southern Charm’ - graceful spikes of white, pink, salmon or
purple flowers.

*Anthriscus sylvestris ‘Ravenswing’ — purple cow parsley. White flowers
on long stems over purple fern-like foliage. Best in full sun.

Zantedeschia aethiopica — Arum lily. Hardy variety with striking white
flowers.

Iris siberica ‘Blue King’ - beardless Iris. Branched stems with blue flowers.

*Hesperis matronalis — |loose clusters of white, or pale to mid-purple,
scented flowers appear in late spring and early summer.

Euphorbia amygdaloides ‘Robbiae’ - Wood Spurge. Evergreen upright
spikes of lime green flowers in spring and early summer.




Summer interest

*Hemerocalis Stella d’'Oro — dwarf day lily. Lemon trumpet shaped
flowers on short stems.

*Leucanthemum x superbum ‘Alaska’ — large white daisy flowers with a
yellow centre.

*Leucanthemum ‘Banana Cream’ - large, lemon-yellow daisy flowers
with a deeper yellow centre. The flowers mellow to a creamy buttery
yellow tone and become whiter as the flower matures.

*Kniphofia vvaria ‘Grandiflora’ — red hot poker. Upright stems topped
with bright orange-red pokers and yellow bases.

*Monarda ‘Cambridge Red’ — bergamot. Whorls of bright red flowers
above aromatic leaves.

*Iris ensata — Japanese Flag Iris. Violet-purple flowers with a small
white or yellow midrib rise.

*Phlomis russeliana — Turkish Sage. Stout stems with whorls of hooded,
soft yellow flowers.

*Lychnis coronaria — bright magenta flowers.

*Eryngium planum ‘Blue Glitter’ - Sea Holly. Open umbels of prickly steel-
blue flowers.

*Salvia superba ‘Rose Queen’ - rose-pink flower spikes throughout the
summer. Aromatic foliage.

*Salvia superba ‘Blue Queen’ - deep blue flower spikes over grey-green
foliage. Aromatic foliage.

*Coreopsis ‘Presto’ - semi-double golden-yellow daisies throughout the
summer with regular dead-heading.

*Coreopsis ‘Mayfield Giant’ — large yellow daisy flowers throughout the
summer.

Crocosmia ‘George Davison’ - upright, sword-shaped leaves and
branched stems carrying several light orange-yellow flowers opening
from orange buds.

*Knavutia ‘Melton Pastels’ - Showy border plant with long lasting flower
heads in shades of blue, purple and pink on clump forming growth.

*Digitalis ‘Camelot White' — whife foxgloves, woodland plant.

*Digitalis ‘Dalmatian Peach’ - foxgloves. Soft apricot blooms, woodland
plant.

*Verbena bonariensis - dense clusters of lavender purple flowers form
on tall, lean stems.

*Verbena hastate ‘Blue Spires’ - An abundance of blue flowers borne
on tall well branched spires.




® *Ligularia przewalskii -Large ornamental leaves with tall flower stems
and yellow flower spikes.

Late summer interest

e *Aster ‘Honeysong Pink’ - double pink flowers with yellow centres.

*Liatris spicata - Rosy pink petals and golden-brown cone centre.

e *Anemone japonica pink — pink saucer shaped flowers.

e *Anemone japonica ‘Honorine Jobert’ — white saucer shaped flowers.

e *Rodgersia pinnata ‘Alba’ - clusters of small star shaped, white flowers.

e *Helenium ‘The Bishop’ - golden yellow daisy-like flowers with a brown
cone centre.

e *Rudbeckia ‘Autumn Sun’ - Large yellow flowers with greenish central
cone on tall plants. Ideal for the back of the border.

e *Sedum specitabile - shallowly scalloped, broadly elliptic, grey-green
leaves and starry pink flowers in flat terminal clusters.

o *Aster X frikartii ‘Jungfrau’ Michaelmas daisy. Lavender-blue daisies
with yellow centres.

Roses

HYBRID TEA

o ‘Simply the Best’ - Intense coppery orange flowers produced evenly
over the whole plant. The flowers have a heady perfume. Mid-green
foliage with reddish growing tips. Long flowering period. Extremely
disease resistant. Height: 20cm.

o ‘Special Anniversary’ - Well-formed deep pink blooms with @
powerful fragrance are carried above glossy foliage. Ideal for borders
and tubs. Height: 20cm. Spread: 60cm.

o ‘White Perfumella’ - Pure white, very fragrant blooms. Tall long stems
and upright growth — good for cutting. Height & Spread: Tm.




FLORIBUNDA

e ‘Arthur Bell’ - Large creamy yellow blooms. Very fragrant. Medium
sized rose with a bushy habit and glossy foliage.

o ‘Ebb Tide’ - Attractive purple flowers produced in clusters. Well
scented. Compact habit with dark green foliage. Height: 75cm.
Spread: 60cm.

e ‘Rhapsody in Blue’ - Large semi-double flowers of iridescent purple
fading to purple slate-grey as they mature with a strong scent. Repeat
flowering. A tall growing bush. Height: 1.2m.

PATIO/MINATURE

o ‘Flower Power Gold’ - Masses of golden-yellow flowers in plentiful
clusters that hold their colour well. A compact bushy plant with dense,
bright-green foliage with very good disease resistance. Looks great in a
container. Height: 50cm. Spread: 45cm.

e ‘Pink Pirouette’ - Dark, shiny foliage makes a super background for
the prettily formed blooms. Unusually good scent for a patio rose.
Height & Spread: 50cm.

e ‘Red Rascal’ - Rich bright crimson and well-shaped blooms. Compact
and bushy with glossy dark green leaves. An excellent choice for a low
growing hedge or borders. Height & Spread: 50cm.

o ‘Wildfire’ - Vibrant rose, ideal for beds, containers and patio tubs, and
whose flaming orange shapely flowers cover the compact plant from
summer to autumn, creating a blaze of colour. Height & Spread: 55 —
65cm.

CLIMBERS

o ‘Aimee Vibert' - An old rambling rose with smalll clusters of pure white,
strongly scented medium sized blooms. Height: 3m. Spread: 2m.

e ‘Joseph’s Coatl’ - A slightly scented rose with petals changing from
yellow through to orange to cherry red with age. May be grown as a
shrub or climber. Height: 1.8 — 3m.

e ‘Scent from Heaven’ Orange-salmon blooms complimented by
glossy foliage. Pointed buds open to a classic hybrid tea shape flower
with a rich fruity fragrance. Flowers freely throughout the season.
Height: 3 — 3.5m.




SHRUBS

e ‘Ferdinand Pitchard’ - Strong scented double pale pink flowers with
crimson stripe and splashes. Repeat flowering. Very healthy rose with
large pale leaves. Height: 1.5m. Spread: 1.2m.

e ‘Jacqueline du Pre’ - Semi-double, blush white flowers, with golden
stamens. Strong lemon fragrance. Bushy and vigorous growth. Height &
Spread: 20cm.

e ‘Sarah van Fleet’ - Mallow-pink, semi-double flowers with a strong
scent throughout summer. Vigorous grower, suitable for hedging.
Height: 1.5m. Spread: 1.2m.

Annuals and tender perennials will flower all through
the summer with reqular dead-heading.

Nicotiana - Ornamental Tobacco

o *affinis - Very fragrant white trumpet flowers in the evening.

e *Sensation Mixed’ - taller plants with mixed coloured fragrant flowers in
the evening.

e ‘Avalon Mixed’' - compact, well branched habit with upward facing
flowers.

e *Only the Lonely’ — long white fragrant flowers on tall, well branched
plant — 1.5m.

*Cosmos —

e ‘Sonata White’ — large white daisy flowers with a yellow centre.

e ‘Sonata Purple Shades’ — large daisy flowers in shades of purple with a
yellow centre.

e ‘Sonata Red Shades’ - large daisy flowers in shades of red with a yellow
centre.

e ‘Sea Shells’ — mixture of red. Pink shades and white, featuring fluted
(rolled) petals. Tall, well branched plant — Tm.




*Clary

e Monarch Mixed - large number of stems, bearing bracts in white, blue
and pink shades.

*Tagetes

o ‘Starfire Mixed’ — shades of lemon, gold and mahogany with many bi-
colours and attractively zoned centres.

*Marigold

e ‘Naughty Marietta’ - golden yellow flower with maroon blotches.

Tender Perennials

*Osteospermum — African daisy

e ‘Sunny Mary’ — masses of vibrant daisy-like purple-pink flowers.

e ‘Sunny Alex’ —|large yellow daisy-like flowers.

e ‘Erata Compact Blue’ - Soft blue, daisy-like flowers on compact bushy
plants.

e ‘Sky and Ice’ — profusion of white daisy flowers with sapphire blue
centre.

*Argyranthemum - Marguerites

o frutescens - profusion of large, pure white daisy flowers.

e ‘Deep Pink’ - daisy-like rosy pink petals and bi-coloured centres of dark
orange and gold.

e ‘Cherry Red’ — daisy-like cherry red flowers with a yellow cenfre.

*Nemesia — use in baskets and containers.

o ‘Poetry White’ - fragrant white flowers.

e ‘Poetry Deep Pink’ - fragrant deep pink flowers.

e ‘Sunpeddle Yellow White’ — fragrant bi-colour yellow and white flowers.




*Gazania

e ‘Kiss Mixed’ - short stems and large daisy flowers with yellow centres.
Must be in the sun for flowers to open.

e ‘Big Kiss Red’ — large daisy flowers of deep red. Must be in the sun for
flowers to open.

*Dahlia

e Bishops Children - brilliant, rich-coloured flowers in deep pink, burnt
orange, plum-purple and blood red all set against dark crimson foliage.
Edible flowers.

*Dianthus

e Telstar Mixed - covered in flowers throughout the summer on short
stems.

Scented Geraniums — can also be used as
houseplants.

e Lemon - Pelargonium graveolens

e Peppermint - Pelargonium odoratissimum
